Fortunately, until now no members have informed the IFAT secretariat that they are a creditor of Fair Trade Import Denmark. The only problem reported was a consignment in Singapore on its way to Fair Trade Import, which has been bought by our member El Puente from Germany. We are very grateful for this solidarity! Does this mean that Fair Trade Import had paid all bills to producers? We do hope so.

Anyhow, we phoned the lawyer who is handling the bankruptcy. He told us that the administration of Fair Trade Import is in a terrible state, and that it is very difficult to have an overview of the creditors. This means that - if you are a creditor of Fair Trade Import Denmark - you should make yourself known to the lawyer straight away. His contact details are:
