                                                                HOW TO GET MEDIA  ATTENTION

The Global Journey message is all about promoting and raising awareness about Fair Trade, Fair Trade Organisations and Trade Justice. 
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The people we are trying to reach are:

Fair Trade Supporters- trade justice campaigners, fair trade customers, activists, ethical consumers.  People who are interested in Fair Trade. 

Fair Trade workers: people within Fair Trade Organizations: volunteers, staff employees, stall holders       - each and every member of the organizations that we work with 

It is important that people know what The FTO Mark is is, what it signifies and to promote the Fair Trade Organisation Global network.
 Clients: trading partners, service suppliers, council buyers, procurement, company buyers- Do they know what an FTO is this is the opportunity to spread the word?. 
Key Political and Social: people in the world of trade  - key decision makers and politicians, leaders in the council We want the law to recognize Fair Trade Organizations. To do this we have to try and reach the politicians and activists.  We also want the trade activist community to support and be aware of FTO’s

The FTO Mark is only awarded to organisations that have poverty reduction at the heart of what they do, differentiating them in the market place. 

Enabling us to recognise FTOs who are mission-driven Organisations whose key objective is the eradication of poverty and so can be distinguished from conventional companies
 

The best way to get attention is either through an eye catching event or by using the newspaper, radio and TV. The easiest way is to send out a well written catchy press release in plenty of time. Local newspapers are always looking for stories and keen to support local events. There are also more and more ethical publications (including online journals) springing up. Read the publications to get an idea if your event/ story would fit in. Then tailor the media release accordingly.

It is also worth making contact with local radio and TV stations to see about doing an interview about Fair Trade in general and then talk about the FTO mark and your event.

I will be sending out a guide on how to write a press release shortly!
