THE IFAT GLOBAL JOURNEY COMES TO HULL.

The Fairtrade Organisation Banner, created by IFAT, the International Federation for Alternative Trade, has been travelling round the world since 2004.  Starting in Mumbai the banner has been hosted by Fair Trade organisations in 47 countries around the world.  Having travelled through Asia and Australia, North and South America, Africa, and now in Europe, the journey finishes in Brussels on May 12th – World Fair Trade Day.
The banner arrives in Hull on Saturday 21st April.

The banner shows the Fair Trade organisation logo, which can only be used by organisations that are purely dedicated to developing Fair Trade.  Hull One World Shop is a Fair Trade Organisation.  The banner depicts 5 different peoples in varying colours and postures to demonstrate diversity and co-operation.
The journey of the banner links together all of the people involved in the struggle for Fairness in our international trading systems, and Fair Trade itself demonstrates that greater equity in trade is possible.  Fair Trade enables people to work their way out of poverty.

Sine 1997 Hull One World Shop has been working to develop Fair Trade in Hull and East Yorkshire, and has shown growth in sales every year.  Over 200 food products are on sale, together with thousands of craft items, and these sales support impoverished producers in 44 different countries.  Bringing the banner into Hull demonstrates that our tiny activity in Hull is part of the great global alliance of like-minded people, all of whom support the concept of putting people before profit.

At 2:00 pm on Saturday 21st April, the banner will travel from Hull One World Shop in Waltham Street to Queen Victoria Square where the Lord Mayor of Hull will receive the banner on behalf of the Fairtrade City of Hull.  Local Drama Group, Credo, will perform a specially produced play illustrating that Fair Trade gives benefits to the producers, and Chris Church, Director of Hull One World Shop will read the set speech which accompanies the banner, and has been read on every occasion.

The banner will then continue to Mandela Gardens and be photographed outside WISE where the wall commemorates the names of Human Rights activists over the years.

“It is a real privilege to take part in this activity after 25 years of developing Fair Trade in Hull.  People in Hull should take great pride, it is their support for Fair Trade, in the Churches, in the schools, in the council, in the shops and cafes, that has put Hull “On the Fair Trade Map”.  We are very pleased to receive the banner from our friends in York and to send it on after Saturday to our friends in Oxford” – said Peter Church, Fairtrade City Co-ordinator and also a director of Hull One World Shop.
“This is a real team effort, lots of people from different parts of the city will walk with the banner to celebrate the benefits of “Fair Trade”, and this is a real demonstration of how the city can pull together and unite behind a cause” - said Martin Budd from Hull City Council’s Fairtrade team.

“We really want to support Fairtrade in as many ways as possible, and putting together our mini play has been very motivating and inspiring.  We hope the play can be taken out to the churches as well” – said Cathy Westby from Credo.
